Supporting Policies
Currently, all sewage disposal in Irasville and Waitsfield Village is addressed by private septic systems.
This approach to wastewater management in the highest-density portion of town has resulted in
water contamination, putting at risk both environmental and public health. As a result, The Town of
Waitsfield has prioritized the development of centralized wastewater to protect environmental health,
protect public health, increase housing options, support economic activity, and incentivize compact
growth in Waitsfield's designated areas. The efforts and needs for centralized wastewater collection
and treatment are articulated in the 2023 Waitsfield Town Plan.
